"DEAR FRIENDS, LISTEN ONLY TO THE OFFICIAL INFORMATION OF THE

"0 NOT RPT NOT LISTEN, AND DO NOT RPT NOT PAY ATTENTION To THE
VLTAVA TRANSMITTER, AND DO NOT RPT NOT ACCEPT INSTRUCTIONS FROM THIS
