VIENNA, AUG 21 (RFE SPECIAL/KOSTRBA ) — SOLIDARITY WITH DUBCEK
AND ALL CZECHOSLOVAK PARTY AND GOVERNMENT REPRESENTATIVES WAS
VOICED IN AN APPEAL ADDRESSED BY THE HUNGARIAN MINORITY ORGANI¬
ZATION "CSEMADOK* TO ALL HUNGARIANS IN CZECHOSLOVAKIA, CZECHOS¬
LOVAK TELEVISION ANNOUNCED.

SOVIET TROOPS, ESPECIALLY LONG COLUMNS OF ARMOUR AND HEAVY
LORRY, HAVE BEEN SHOWN IN A SHORT FILM BROADCAST BY THE
BRATISLAVA TELEVISION STUDIO.

ACCORDING TO THE COMMENTATOR, IN DISCUSSIONS WITH THE
POPULATION IN THE SLOVAK CAPITAL, SOVIET SOLIERS SAID THAT
THEY HAVE BEEN ON THE MOVE SINCE FOUR DAYS.

"SOME OF THEM DO NOT EVEN KNOW WHERE THEY ARE AND ARE UNAWARE
WHY THEY HAD TO COME TO CZECHOSLOVAKIA," THE ANNOUNCER SAID.

THE FILM SHOTS TAKEN THIS MORNING BY SLOVAK TELEVISION
CAMERAMEN HAVE ALSO SHOWN GROUPS OF PEOPLE PROTESTING AGAINST
THE INVASION OF FOREIGN TROOPS.

WITH THE EXCEPTION OF A '20 MINUTES PERIOD AROUND NOON,
CZECHOSLOVAK TELEVISION CONTINUES TO BROADCAST COUNTLESS
RESOLUTIONS FROM FACTORIES, PARTY AND YOUTH ORGANIZATIONS,
MILITARY UNITS, SCIENTIFIC AND OTHER INSTITUTIONS, PROFESSING
THEIR LOYALTY TO THE LEGAL AND GOVERNMENT REPRESENTATIVES
AND PROTESTING AGAINST THE OCCUPATION OF CZECHOSLOVAKIA.
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
