THE CABLE, SIGNED BY "THE WORKING PEOPLE OF CZECHOSLOVAK

ORGANISE ACTIONS FOR SUPPORT FOR OCCUPIED CZECHOSLOVAKIA.

"OUR CITIZENS ARE BEING KILLED, OUR CULTURAL MONUMENTS
