WHICH THE ACTIVITY OF THE CZECHOSLOVAK COMMUNIST PARTY WAS JUDGED
INSUFFICIENT IN IMPLEMENTING THE RESPONSIBILITIES ASSUMED AT
BRATISLAVA.

"NEWS, DIFFUSED THIS MORNING IN EUROPE, OF SENSATIONAL RESI¬
GNATIONS WITHIN THE SOVIET LEADERSHIP GROUP (AMONG OTHERS THERE
WAS TALK OF THE RESIGNATION OF KOSYGIN AND GRECKO HAVE BEEN
DENIED IN MOSCOW.

"POLITICAL OBSERVERS ARE INCLINED TO BELIEVE THAT THE DECI¬
SION FOR A CHANGE OF ATTITUDE TOWARDS THE CZECHOSLOVAK COMMUNIST
PARTY WAS TAKEN SEVERAL DAYS AGO.

"IN THIS CONNECTION IT IS NOTED THAT, COMMENTING ON THE BRA-
TISLAV DOCUMENT, THE SOVIET PRESS, WHICH IN THE EARLY DAYS HAD
UNDERLINED THE POINTS OF THE AGREEMENT WHICH HAD RECONFORMED THE
VALIDITY OF THE PRINCIPLES OF AUTONOMY AND NON-INTERFERENCE IN
RELATIONS BETWEEN THE COMMUNIST PARTIES OF SOCIALIST COUNTRIES
(AS WELL AS THE NEED TO WORK FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF SOCIALISM IN
A CREATIVE SPIRIT, TAKING INTO ACCOUNT THE ’GENERAL LAWS’ OF SO¬

CIALISM BUT ALSO OF PARTICULAR NATIONALITIES), THESE LAST DAYS
ADOPTED AN INVECTIVE ATTITUDE ABOVE ALL ON THE RESPONSIBILITY OF

EACH PARTY, OTHER THAN TOWARDS ITS OWN WORKER CLASS, TOWARDS THE
