TASS ALSO SAID THAT "INCENDIARY POSTERS CONTAINING
SLANDEROUS ATTACKS ON PROMINENT CZECHOSLOVAK PARTY AND
GOVERNMENT LEADERS, AS WELL AS ON ALLIED TROOPS, HAVE BEEN
PASTED UP IN SOME PARTS OF PRAGUE.”

IN ADDITION, "CARS WITH LOUDSPEAKERS TRANSMITTING
CLANDEST INE RADIO BROADCASTS HAVE APPEARED IN THE STREETS.”
