OF THE FACT THAT IT IS AN EXTREMELY HIGH PRICE...

"THEY HAVE NOT RPT NOT COUNTED ON THE FACT THAT NOT RPT NOT EVEN
GENERAL KODAJ OR THAT... BARBIREK VILL NOT RPT NOT BE WILLING TO
COLLABORATE. IN THIS LIES OUR STRENGTH, THE STRENGTH OF THE OPPOSITION
OF THE PARTY AND STATE BODIES, AND VE, THE RANK-AND-FILE CITIZENS,
HAVE TWO BASIC DUTIES IN THIS HISTORICAL MOMENTS
