THE PLENUM OF THE CZECH NATIONAL COUNCIL.

70 DIRECT ITS SESSION, AND I HOPE THAT I WILL BE ABLE TO BE

PARTY AND ITS PRESIDIUM.

1 EXPECT THAT TOGETHER WITH THE COMHUWIST PARTY, THE
