THE CGT ISSUED A STATEMENT TONIGHT DISSOCIATING ITSELF

HE CGT HAS PREVIOUSLY "DEPLORED" THE SOVIET INTERVENTION

THE CFDT, WHICH ADOPTED AN ATTITUDE TO THE

LEFT OF THE CGT DURING LAST SPRINGS STRIKES IN FRANCE, TODAY
