MUNICH, AUG 24 (CMD) RADIO MOSCOW CLAIMED TODAY THAT THE

"THIS IS CONFIRMED ALSO BY THE SECRET RALLY HURRIEDLY ORGANIZED

IN PRAGUE. ITS ORGANIZERS GAVE IT THE TITLE THE EXTRAORDINARY

CONGRESS OF THE COMMUNIST PARTY OF CZECHOSLOVAKIA.

"CONVOKED WITH THE PURPOSE TO MAKE IT POSSIBLE FOR REVISIONISTS

OF THE RIGHT WING TO SEIZE KEY POSTS IN THE PARTY, THAT SO-CALLED

CONGRESS, BY VIOLATING THE STATUTES OF THE COMMUNIST PARTY OF

CZECHOSLOVAKIA, HELD ILLEGAL ELECTIONS OF NEW PARTY CENTRAL

AGENCIES, AND ADOPTED A DECISION ON THE NEUTRALIZATION OF CZECHOSLO¬

VAKIA.
