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PROVOCATEURS HAVE MORETHAN ONCE OPENED FIRE ON TROOPS OF THE ALLIED
ARMIES. THUS, SOLDIERS ON PATROL SERVICE OUTSIDE ADMINISTRATIVE BUIL¬
DINGS WERE FIRED ON FROM AUTOMATIC WEAPONS ON AUG 23.

CRMINAL ELEMENTS ARE STAGING ACTS OF SABOTAGE, CAUSE TRAFFIC JAMS
AND PUT MEANS OF TRANSPORT AND COMMUNICATION OUT OF OPERATION.
SECRET ARMS CACHES HAVE BEEN UNCOVERED IN PRAGUE AND SOME OTHER CITIES.
IN ONE OF THE PRAGUE DISTRICTS, A CAMOUFLAGED RADIO STATION WAS UN¬

COVERED IN AN UNDERGROUND BUNKER AT A TIME WHEN IT WAS IN THE MIDST
OF A HOSTILE BROADCAST. ARMS WERE ALSO HIDDEN THERE.

COUNTERREVOLUTIONARY THUGS ARE TRYING TO SET THE POPULATION AGAINST
THE SOLDIERS OF THE ALLIED ARMIES AND INTIMIDATE THE HONEST CITIZENS OF

CZECHOSLOVAKIA BY THREATENING THEM AtiD THEIR FAMILIES FOR
ANY ACTIONS AND STATEMENTS IN DEFENCE OF SOCIALIST GAINS. ACTING FROM
