AUTHORITIES, FOR THE EMBASSY AND THE AMBASSADOR OF THEJJSSR."
(CMD - REUTERS FROM MOSCOW HAD QUOTED TODAY A WEST GERMAN EMBASSY

SPOKESMAN AS SAYING THAT AMBASSADOR HELMUT ALLARDT WAS CALLED TO THE

FOREIGN MINISTRY AT AROUND 2400 MT TO RECEIVE THE PROTEST. ACCORDING

TO THE TASS DISPATCH, DATELINED MOSCOW, THE SOVIET FOREIGN MINISTRY

HAD BEEN "AUTHORIZED BY THE SOVIET GOVERNMENT" TO LODGE THE PROTEST.

THE PROTEST, TASS SAID, "POINTS OUT THAT A FEW DAYS AGO A RAMPANT

BASSY BUILDING AND ACTUALLY HAMPERED ITS NORMAL OPERATION."

"IT WAS STRESSED THAT THE FRG (WEST GERMAN) GOVERNMENT WOULD BE

MISTAKEN TO BELIEVE THAT THE SOVIET PEOPLE COULD REMAIN INDIFFERENT

TO SUCH PROVOCATIONS OR FORGET THEM," TASS SAID.

ACCORDING TO THE AGENCY, THE SOVIET PROTEST DEMANDED IMMEDIATE

MEASURES TO ENSURE THE SECURITY AND NORMAL ACTIVITY OF THE BONN

EMBASSY AS WELL AS THE PUNISHMENT OF "THOSE GUILTY OF PRO VO CAT IVE

ACTIONS."
