HE SAID THAT ALTHOUGH THE RUSSIANS HAD SHOT AT THE TYRES

HE KNEW OF NO CONFIRMED CASE OF THEIR SHOOTING UP RED CROSS

AMBULANCES. BUT AS FAR AS HE KNEW NO REAL RED CROSS

VEHICLE HAD BEEN HIT.

THE WOMAN OFFICIAL IN CHARGE OF THE CITYS MAIN AMBULANCE

STATION CONFIRMED THIS. SHE SAID THEIR ONLY CASUALTY HAD BEEN

AN AMBULANCE BADLY DAMAGED IN U COLLISION WITH A SOVIET TANK.

HOWEVER, AN AMBULANCE DRIVER TOLD A REUTER CORRESPONDENT

IN WENCESLAS SQUARE THAT HE AND A DOCTOR HAD TO RUN FOR COVER

UNDER FIRE FROM A SOVIET TANK,WHICH SWUNG INTO THEIR PATH AS

THEY DROVE THROUGH THE CITY ON SATURDAY NIGHT.

THE MAN PULLED UP HIS SHIRT TO SHOW LIVID BRUISES ON HIS

STOMACH AND SIDES, WHICH HE SAID HE HAD SUFFERED WHEN HE JUMPED

FROM THE MOVING AMBULANCE.
