COPENHAGEN, AUG.26, REUTER -THE CZECHOSLOVAK DELEGATES FAILED TO
ARRIVE WHEN 3RITAINS ROYAL SOCIETY OF HEALTH CONFERENCE OPENED
HERE THIS MORNING. PROFESSOR 0. GREGOR FROM PRAGUE SHOULD HAVE BEEN
ONE OF THE MAIN SPEAKERS AT TODAYS SESSION.

THE CONFERENCE IS ATTENDED BY SOME 450 DELEGATES. IT WAS

ALL THE PHILIPPINES COULD DO TO SHOW DISAPPROVAL OF RUSSIAS
ACTION WAS TO CANCEL ALL VISITS OF FILIPINOS TO THAT COUNTRY.
