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WHICH IN THESE"THE POLITICAL OFFICE OF THE CPSU
DRAMATIC HOURS IS SITTING PERMANENTLY -- HAD AT THE END AC¬
CEPTED THE SVOBODA DEMAND : DUBCEK AND CERNIK THUS WERE BROU¬
GHT TO MOSCOW ON A SPECIAL PLANE IN THE LATE AFTERNOON OF FRI¬
DAY.

"THE NEWS (OF THIS) NATURALY EXPLODED LIKE A BOMB. ONLY
TWO DAYS BEFORE PRAVDA HAD CALLED DUBCEK: ’THE HEAD OF THE
MINORITY OF RIGHT REVISIONISTS IN THE CZECHOSLOVAK COMMUNIST
PARTY'S POLITBUREAU ’. THE MAN WHO HAD PRACTICALLY
OPENED THE DOOR OF THE COUNTRY TO COUNTERREVOLUTION, A 'PO¬
LITICAL ADVENTURER ’.

"WHAT, THEREFORE, HAD HAPPENED? .WHAT NEW FACT HAD CAUSED

"THE ANSWER TO THESE QUESTIONS LIES IN THE SITUATION IN CZE¬

CHOSLOVAKIA, IN THE RAPID DISSOLUTION OF THE GROUP WHICH, MA¬
KING THE SAME EVALUATION OF THE COUNTRY'S SITUATION AS THAT
OF THE SOVIETS, HAD REQUESTED THE MILITARY INTERVENTION OF
THE FIVE.

"(IT ALSO) LIES IN THE LIVELY AMD RESPONSIBLE REACTION OF
THE CZECHOSLOVAK COMMUNISTS WHO, UNDER MOST DIFFICULT CON¬
DITIONS , CLOSED RANKS AROUND THEIR LEADERS, INDICATING WITH
CLARITY THE WAY TO A SOLUTION OF THE CRISIS; IN THE FIRM AND

TRY, EVERYTHING CONFIRMED THE JUDGMENT MADE FROM THE BEGINNING

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"(THAT IS) THAT ORDERING THE TROOPS TO CROSS THE CZECHO¬
SLOVAK BORDER WAS A TRAGIC ERROR, WHICH HAS AND COULD NOT RPT

JUST BECAUSE IT WISHED TO REMAIN SOCIALIST AND ADVANCE ON

MENT, OF THE ABOLITION OF CENSORSHIP, OF LIQUIDATING THE BUr
REAUCRATICAPOLICE METHODS OF THE PAST.

"THE COMING HOURS WILL SHOW WHETHER IT WILL BE POSSIBLE TO
FIND A SOLUTION CAPABLE OF REOPENING THE PROSPECTS OF A NEW
PHASE IN THE RELATIONS BETWEEN THE COMMUNIST PARTIES AND THE
