"I REPEAT: REPORTS CONCERNING THE END OF TALKS IN MOSCOW ARE

NOT VERIFIED, ARE NOT CONFIRMED. ON THE CONTRARY, THE TALKS ARE

CONTINUING AND YOU WILL BE INFORMED ABOUT THE CONCLUSION OF THE

TALKS AS SOON AS THE GOVERNMENT RECEIVES INFORMATION CONCERNING.."
