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"THEY ARE NOT ONLY THE MOST ZEALOUS DISTRIBUTORS OF ALIEN
CONCEPTS IN THE COMMUNIST MOVEMENT, BUT ALSO THE MOST HOPEFUL PROMOTERS
OF POOTICAL CHANGES.

"BOTH IN 1556 AND IN 1968 BELGRADE IS IMMEDIATELY THE PROTECTOR AND
RESCUER. AND HERE ONE CANNOT BY~-PASS AN INEVITABLE STATEMENT ¢ ALSO IN
OUR DAYS THE BEHAVIOUR OF BELGRADE, PEKING, AND BUCHAREST CONFIRMS ONCE
AGAIN... THAT THE POSITIONS OF THE RIGHTIST AND LEFTIST OPPORTUNISHM
FINALLY ARE TOUCHING EACH OTHER,ARE MERGING .

”TODAY THEY ARE SINGING THE JOINT CHORUS OF ANTI-COMMUNISM.

"IF WE COMPARE THE TACTICS APPLIED BY THE ENEMY: DURING THE HUNGARIAN
EVENTS IN 1956 AND THE TACTICS OF THE COUNTER-REVOLUTION IN CZECHO-
SLOVAKIA , WE IMMEDIATELY NOTICE IDENTICAL AND DIFFERING ASPECTS.

"THE REACTIONARY FORCES THIS TIYE DID NOT ATTACK SGCIALISM
FRONTALLY. THEY DID NOT OPENLY DECLARE THEMSELVES AGAINST THE SOCIAL
ORDER IN THE COUNTRY, THEY DID NOT START SﬂOOTING AND KILLING COMMUNISTS.

. IN ANOTHER COMMENTARY , RADIO SOFIA SAID IN PART:

OF MARXISM-LENINISM, AND PROLETARIAN INTERNATIONALISM?

"IN NO CASE HE WHO CONSIDERS THE ACTIVITIES OF THE TROOPS OF THE
FRATERNAL COUNTRIES (IN CZECHOSLOVAKIA)!S INTERFERENCE IN THE INTERNAL
AFFAIRS. IN NO CASE HE WHO CRIES FURIOQUSLY THAT THIS ACIVITIY WAS
. OCCUPATION, IN NO CASE HE WHEREVER HE MAY BE, IN BELGRADE, BUCHAREST,
~ OR PEKING, WHO SOLIDARIZES HIMSELF WITH SUCH CZECHOSLOVAK POLITICIANS,
ADVENTURISTS , AND REVISIONISTS AS CISAR AND OTHERS."” !
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
