SPEAKING LAST NIGHT, GARAUDY SAID* "IN THIS SITUATION,

TO THE FIRM ATTITUDE OF THÇ CZECHOSLOVAK NEGOTIATORS, WHO KNOW
THAT THEY ARE RIGHT AND THAT THEY HAVE THE UNANIMOUS SUPPORT OF

ACCORDING TO GARAUDY, "THE ONLY SOLUTION IS THE
UNCONDITIONAL WITHDRAWAL OF ALL FOREIGN TROOPS NOW OCCUPYING
CZECHOSLOVAKIA AND THE RE-INSTALLATION OF THE- PARTY AND
GOVERNMENT LEADERS WHICH THE CZECHOSLOVAK PEOPLE ITSELF HAS
CHOSEN, SO THAT THIS PEOPLE MAY CONDUCT AUTONOMOUSLY THE
CONSTRUCTION OF A SOCIALISM THAT CORRESPONDS TO ITS DEGREE OF

GARAUDY TOLD CETEKA THAI THE INTERVENTION WAS "TOTALLY
