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IN A COMMENTARY EARLIER THIS MORNING, RADIO FREE
DANUBE DREW A PARALLEL BETWEEN THE 1938 MUNICH CONFERENCE AND
THE JUST ENDED MOSCOW CONFERENCE.

"WHAT," ASKED THE BROADCAST, "IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN
THESE TWO PLACES WHICH SO DEEPLY AFFECTED THE KISTORY OF OUR HOMELAND?
_MOST HORRIBLE IN THE WHOLE MATTER IS THE FACT THAT WE COULD EXPECT
IT FROM FASCIST GERMANY,BUT NOT RPT NOT FROM THE USSR WHICK BY
VICTORY OVER THE HITLERITES DESTROYED THE HITLERITE DIKTAT."

THE COMMENTARY SAID THE MUNICH AGREEMENT WAS THE
RESULT OF DEEP CONTRADICTIONS WITHIN CZECHOSLOVAKIA, AND THAT
CZECHOSLOVAK LEADERS WENT UNDER PRESSURE TO MUNICH AS REPRESENTATIVES
OF A STATE THAT WAS NOT RPT NOT OCCUPIED.

IT SAID THAT BEFORE THE MOSCOW COMMUNIQUE "OUR PEOPLES
HAD NEVER BEEN SO UNITED WITH THEIR REPRESENTATIVES." HOWEVER, IT
ADDED, "COMRADES DUBCEK, SRMKOVSKY AND CERNIK, WHO HAD BEEN INTERNED,
WERE AT ONCE TAKEN TO MOSCOV."

"IN THE TALKS CIN MOSCOW), IF AFTER ALL THEY COULD BE CALLED
TALKS, THE VICTORIOUS GREAT POWER GAVE AN ULTIMATUM... AND THE PARTNER
HAD TO SAVE THAT WHICH COULD BE SAVED,” THE RADIO DECLARED.

IT ALSO SAID THE HITLERITES HAD SUCCEEDED IMMEDIATELY
IN CREATING A GOVERNMENT OF TRAITORS IN CZECHOSLOVAKIA, WHEREAS
NOW--- "AFTER SEVEN DAYS O PRESSURE AND BRUTALITIES,"THE EFFORT
REMAINED ONLY A DESIRE. S

"THE WARSAU PACT COUNTRIES WHICH OCCUPIED OUR HOMELAND,"

SAID THE COMMENTARY, "MUST REALIZE THAT THIS CLEAR TRAGICOMEDY IS
A MOCKERY OF HUMAN RIGHTS, FREEDOM AND SOVEREIGNTY OF STATESMMM™
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
