REALIZE THAT HE HAD TO CHOOSE BETWEEN ONLY TWO ALTERNATIVES -- USELESS

"THE AIRLINES COMMUNIST PERSONNEL EXPRESSED THEIR

"REPRESENTATIVES OF PRAGUE NEWSPAPERS RADIO AND TELEVISION

PRESIDENT SVOBODA ALEXANDER DUBCEK AGREED ON A COMMON STAND.
