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HE SAID THAT PEOPLE COMPLAINED THAT THE HUNGARIAN PRESS DID NOT
RPT NOT INFORM QUICKLY ENOUGH ON THE EVENTS. HE HEARD COMPLAINTS
THAT THE HUNGARIAN RADIO AND TELEVISION GAVE NO RPT NO SUFFICIENT
INFORMATION.

"THIS HAD MAINLY TECHNICAL REASONS BECAUSE TELEPHONE CONNECTION
WITH CZECHOSLOVAKIA HAS BEEN INTERRUPTED, FEHER SAID.

"THEREFORE VERY #ANY PEOPLE LISTENED IN THESE
DAYS TO WESTERN, HOSTILE RADIOS", HE SAID, AND ADDED "IF IT
PLEASES, ONE CAN CALL OUR INFORMATION SERVICE ONE-SIDED."

HE CLAIMED THAT THESE WESTERN RADIOS INTENDING TO BE WELL-
INFORMED WEiRE "IRRESPONSIBLE" AND "MISREPRESENTED FACTS."

HE SAID THE MAIN STORY OF THESE WESTERN BROADCAST
WAS THAT THE SOVIET UNION HAD UNMASKED ITSELF, THAT IT
ATTACKED AND RAN DOWN A "SOCIALIST" COUNTRY AND THAT IT DOES NOT
RPT NOT CONSIDER SERIOUSLY THE PRINCIPLE OF PEACEFUL COEXISTENCE.

THEY ALSO TRIED TO PROVE THAT SOCIALISM HAS LOST ITS HUMANISTIC
CHARACTER, FEHER SAID.

"THESE ARE CLEVER, CUNNING LIES AND EXACTLY THE *
OPPOSITIE IS TRUE", FEHER SAID.

PEOPLE ALSO RAISED THE QUESTION WHY THE POLICY OF THE HUNGARIAN
PARTY CHANGED TOWARD CZECHOSLOVAKIA SINCE JUNE, FEHER SAID.

"I WOULD LIKE TO STRESS THAT THE POLICY OF OUR
PARTY HAS NOT RPT NOT CHANGED, BUT INFORTUNATELLY SINCE THE
EARLY DAYS OF SUMMER THE DOMESTIC SITUATION IN CZECHOSLOVAKIA
CHANGED IN AN UNFAVOURABLE DIRECTION DUE TO THE STRENGTHENING
ACTIVITY OF REVISIONIST, ANTI -SOCI ALI ST , REACTIONARY FORCES."

"THE CENTRAL COMMITTEE OF THE HUNGARIAN SOCIALIST WORKER’S PARTY
AND THE HUNGARIAN GOVERNMENT LOOK FORWARD WITH HOPES TO THE STRUGGLE
OF THE CZECHOSLOVAK LEADERS", FEHER SAID.
