THE RADIO SAID:

THE DAMAGE CAUSED BY THE ENTRY OF FOREIGN TROOPS INTO THE

TERRITORY OF THE WEST BOHEMIAN REGION HAS NOT YET BEEN COMPLETELY
ASSESSED. AN ACCURATE ASSESSMENT IS TO BEGIN ON MONDAY.

HOWEVER, SOME ESTIMATES ARE ALREADY AVAILABLE. FOR EXAMPLE, THE
DAMAGE TO ROADS AMOUNTS TO A SUM OF TWO HUNDRED SEVENTYSEVEN
MILLION KORUNAS AND TO PUBLIC BUILDINGS ONE HUNDRED FIFTY MILLION

KORUNAS. IN THE COURSE OF THESE EVENTS THE WEST BOHEMIAN TELEVISION
TRANSMITTER WAS ALSO DESTROYED. THE INTERKAL EQUIPMENT COST SEVENTYFIVE

MILLION KORUNAS. RESTORATION OF THE TRANSMITTER WILL TAKE AT
