RADIO PRAGUE SAID ALSO THAT AFTER A "THREE-DAY INTERRUPTION® THE
TRADE UNION DAILY, PRACE, AGAIN APPEARED TODAY ON THE NEWSSTANDS.
THE PAPER CARRIES SUBSTANTIAL PARTS FROM A TRADE UNION SECRETARIAT
DECISION CONCERNING THE CONDITIONS OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND THE
