NIGHT INTERCEPTED THE NORWEGIAN OIL TANKER FENBORG 30 MILES (50

KILOMETRES) FROM THIS MOZAMBIQUE PORT, HARBOUR OFFICIALS REPORTED
HERE.

THE TANKER WAS SAILING FROM LOURENCO MARQUES, THE COASTAL
CAPITAL OF MOZAMBIQUE, WHICH LIES ABOUT 400 MILES (666 KILOMETRES)

TO THE SOUTH.
A BRIEF REPORT FROM THE HARBOUR AUTHORITIES TODAY SAID THE

FRIGATE LANDED A SMALL BOARDING PARTY ON THE FENBORG AND HELD
HER UNDER INSPECTION FOR MORE THAN FOUR HOURS.

THE FENBORGS DOCUMENTS WERE SCRUITINISED AND HER CARGO
EXAMINED, DESPITE ASSURANCES FROM TANKER CAPTAIN MARTIN LEVIK THAT
HER GAS AND OIL CARGO WAS BOUND FOR BEIRA.

THE FENBORG WAS ALLOWED TO PROCEED INTO BEIRA THIS AFTERNOON.
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
