X/13 CS - SPANISH CP SAYS IT INTERVENED FOR DUBCEK

PARIS SEPT. -7 (RFE SPECIAL/OVADIA) --- THE SPANISH COMMUNIST
PARTY SAID SATURDAY IT INTERVENED ON BEHALF OF ALEXANDER DUBCEK
IN A MESSAGE TO THE SOVIET POLITBURO ON AUGUST 22ND, THE DAY
AFTER THE WARSAW PACT INVASION OF CZECHOSLOVAKIA.

THIS INTERVENTION WAS MENTIONED IN A DECLARATION ON
CZECHOSLOVAKIA AND THE MOSCOW ACCORDS BY THE EXILED SPANISH
COMMUNIST PARTY WHICH WAS PROMINENTLY PUBLISHED BY THE FRENCH
COMMUNIST DAILY LHUMANITE THIS MORNING.

THE SPANISH COMMUNIST PARTY, OUTLAWED BY THE FRANCO REGIME,
IS GENERALLY ASSESSED AS CLOSELY COOPERATING WITH THE FRENCH
gOM?UNISTS AND EXPRESSING VIEWS SIMILAR TO THOSE OF THE FRENCH
ARTY .

TODAYS DECLARATION RECALLED THAT THE SPANISH COMMUNISTS HAD
OPPOSED A MILITARY INTERVENTION IN CZECHOSLOVAKIA AND IT STRESSED
THE SOVIET UNDERTAKINGS IN THE ACCORD CONCLUDED IN MOSCOW BETWEEN
SOVIET AND CZECHOSLOVAK LEADERS.

"ON AUGUST 22ND,"™ THE DECLARATION SAID, “"THE SPANISH
COMMUNIST PARTY ADDRESSED ITSELF TO THE POLITBURO OF THE
SOVIET COMMUNIST PARTY, PROPOSING A FORMULA FOR AN AGREEMENT
WITH THE PRESIDUM OF THE CZECHOSLOVAK COMMUNIST PARTY HEADED
BY COMRADE DUBCEK, IN ORDER TO FIND A POSITIVE POLSITIVE POLITICAL
SOLUTION THAT "GUARANTEES BOTH THE INDEPENDENCE AND SOVEREIGNTY
OF CZECHOSLOVAKIA AND THE STRENGTHENING OF THE SOCIALIST SYSTEM
IN THAT COUNTRY."™ WE DID THIS CONSIDERING THAT THE CZECHOSLOVAK
COMMUNIST PARTY AND ITS CENTRAL COMMITTEE WERE ABLE TO COPE WITH
THE DIFFICULT SITUATION.

"IN CONSEQUENCE, WE WELCOME AS A POSITIVE ACT THE SIGNING
OF AN ACCORD BETWEEN THE PARTY AND GOVERNMENT LEADERSHIP OF
CZECHOSLOVAKIA AND OF THE SOVIET UNION, IN THE SAME WAY AS
WE ATTRIBUTE PARTICULAR IMPORTANCE TO THE DECLARATIONS OF THE
SOVIET SIDE WHICH ARE INCLUDED IN THE ACCORD,"™ THE SPANISH
COMMUNIST PARTY DECLARATION SAID.

THE DECLARATIONS TO WHICH THE SOVIETS SIGNED WERE TWO,
THE SPANIARDS SAID.

FIRST, THE SOVIETS AFFIRMED "COMPREHENSION AND SUPPORT OF

THE POSITION OF THE CZECHOSLOVAK PARTY AND GOVERNMENT
LEADERSHIP WHICH, BASED ON THE DECISIONS TAKEN AT THE PLENARY
SESSIONS OF JANUARY AND MAY, PROPOSE TO PROCEED TOWARDS THE
IMPROVEMENT OF METHODS FOR IMPROVED GOVERNMENT, THE DEVELOPMENT
OF SOCIALIST DEMOCRACY AND THE STRENGTHENING OF THE SOCIALIST
REGIME ON THE BASIS OF MARX-LENINISM", AND

SECOND, SOVIET PROMISES TO "CONTINUE THE LARGEST AND
MOST SINCERE COOPERATION WITH CZECHOSLOVAKIA, ON THE BASIS OF
THE PRINCIPLES OF MUTUAL RESPECT, EQUALITY, TERRITORIAL
INTEGRITY, INDEPENDENCE AND SOCIALIST SOLIDARITY.”
