TO REJECT IMPERIALIST ATTEMPTS TO BENEFIT FROM DIVERGENCIES IN THE

COMMUNIST AND WORKERS MOVEMENT, HE SAID:

"THAT IS WHY WE SAY, IN ALL SINCERITY, THAT OUR FRATERNAL
